COLLEGE VISITS:  Seniors are granted one college visit day with ad-
ministrative approval. When a student is planning a college visit or tour day 

and must miss a school day, his/her parent(s)/guardian(s) must forward a 

written request to Mr. Sanchez, Dean of Students, prior to the actual date of 

the visit. The student should return to school the day following his/her ab-

sence with a letter of verification of attendance which will be provided by the 

college or university upon request.  Mr. Sanchez will consider the requested 

information prior to and following the event in order to decide whether or not 

an educational excused absence will be granted. Please refer to Student Hand-

book for more details regarding educational absences.

FILING THE FAFSA: Senior parents, the Free Application for Feder-

al Student Aid (FAFSA) filing season begins October 1. Please file your 

FAFSA early; it is possible some financial aid awards letters could arrive 

earlier in the year, giving your student enough time to make decisions on 

where to attend college. Waiting too late means risking the loss of financial 

aid based on a first-come, first-serve basis. Remember, the FAFSA is 

FREE so please be wary of websites asking you to pay a fee. Also, the 

FAFSA is the only application for TOPS. Visit www.fafsa.gov to get 

started.   

 

LSU APPLICATION REMINDER: APPLY EAR-

LY!  Applications are now being accepted for the next fall semester at 
LSU. Although the priority date for full consideration for all LSU scholar-

ship programs open to entering freshmen is December 15, seniors who are 

on target for meeting LSU admissions requirements should APPLY EAR-

LY.   The LSU Application for Undergraduate Admission and Scholarships 

also serves as the automatic application for all entering freshman scholar-

ships. To apply, go to the LSU Undergraduate Admissions website at 

www.lsu.edu/admissions.  Studentsô official high school transcripts, offi-

cial ACT or SAT scores, and all other required information must be re-

ceived by LSU prior to the December 15 deadline.
